Stage 3 for Engineers: As this is a 16 week course students will not, under any circumstances, be accepted after the end of week 2, so it is essential that you enrol at the right level.


	Aims and Objectives

	· Understand the gist of most spoken language delivered at normal speed in a familiar accent.
· Engage with a degree of grammatical correctness and some spontaneity in conversations relating to most everyday topics as well as in conversations on some specialised topics.
· Extract data and ideas from media texts of general interest with the support of reference materials.
· Write coherent texts in a limited range of registers on everyday and some specialised topics. 
· Express facts and concepts clearly using some complex constructions and an appropriate range of vocabulary.
Academic and key skills developed include learning, research and organisational skills; communication and IT skills; intercultural and interpersonal skills.

	Course Content

	This unit will integrate detailed study of aspects of francophone culture, such as social issues, current events or topics of current interest, with the study of French. There will be a particular emphasis on consolidating knowledge and use of grammar.  Students in FREN 9047 will only complete 16 weeks of this language stage and will go some way to achieving the learning outcomes described above.  In addition to your language seminars and conversation classes on this course, in Weeks 1, 4 and 7 of Semester 1 and Weeks 1 and 4 of Semester 2, you must also attend a compulsory language skills lecture. These will give you practical help in the skills and strategies needed for planning, carrying out and reflecting on your language learning. 


	Learning and Teaching Methods

	Teaching, learning and assessment are designed to enable students to achieve the learning outcomes described above.  While part of any class session is likely to involve direct teaching, the emphasis is on student participation and you will be expected to take part actively in
 discussion and in tasks like small group and pair work, role play, and individual or group presentations.  As much of the class as possible will be taught in French.
INDEPENDENT LEARNING
You will be expected to spend time studying outside the class, and we provide guidance, facilities, materials and online resources to help you develop your expertise as an independent language learner. You will need to spend the full ten hours of Independent Learning to meet the learning outcomes. For this unit, you will be asked to consolidate your class work, to read, watch or listen to material in French, prepare exercises and activities for the class, write assignments, undertake projects and generally acquire a repertoire of effective language learning strategies.
