	This course is open to Engineering students during their third or fourth year. Students should have at least GCSE French and some experience of the spoken language.

As this is a 16 week course students will not, under any circumstances, be accepted after the end of week 2, so it is essential that you enrol at the right level.

	Aims and objectives

	This course will give you the basic skills to function as a professional in a French speaking environment. These skills will underpin oral and written communication generally, and can be applied to learning further languages as well as learning further 
French.  As a 20-credit course, this will represent 2/3 of stage two.
At the end of this course you will be able to:
· Understand the gist of spoken information and general interaction. 
· Initiate and maintain conversations, discussions and presentations relating to most everyday and some technical contexts.
· Understand the gist and some detail of short general and technical texts in a range of media.
· Construct short written texts in appropriate style in order to communicate information, narrative and description. This will include basic correspondence for professional contexts.
· Translate basic general technical texts with the aid of reference materials, into English.
Academic and key skills developed include learning, research and organisational skills; communication and IT skills; intercultural and interpersonal skills.

	Course content

	The course will provide a consolidation and extension of previous linguistic knowledge within the study and production of material likely to be of use in future professional situations. It will present and practise key language structures, integrating them with strategies for communication. The grammar, vocabulary and pronunciation of the language will be outlined, and something about the cultural context in which it is used, with a broadly technical focus.



	Learning and teaching methods

	Teaching, learning and assessment are designed to enable students to achieve the learning outcomes described above.  

While part of any class session is likely to involve direct teaching, the emphasis is on student participation and you will be expected to take part actively in discussion and in tasks like small group and pair work, role play, and individual or group presentations.  As much of the class as possible will be taught in French.  The tutor will give you plenty of support to build your confidence, and in the case of assessed work, will provide feedback which will help you to make progress.

Independent Learning
You will be expected to spend time studying outside the class, and we provide guidance, facilities and materials to help you develop your expertise as an independent language learner. You will need to spend the full 10 hours on Independent Learning to meet the learning outcomes. For this unit, you will be asked to consolidate your class work by learning vocabulary and structures, and by reading, watching or listening to material in French.  You will also be expected to prepare exercises and activities for the class, to write short assignments and generally begin to acquire a repertoire of effective language learning strategies.
