	Aims and objectives

	· Understand most of the implications and intentions of spoken German delivered in a range of accents and registers and at any speed.
· Engage with ease in spoken interaction on complex and abstract topics using a range of grammatical structures, vocabulary and discourse markers.
· Understand with relative ease, texts in most registers, with recourse to reference materials for specialised and unfamiliar topics
· Write clearly in a range of appropriate styles on complex topics in a range of genres.  Express arguments and conclusions. 
· Translate short written and spoken texts in a variety of genres from German into English, maintaining the content and beginning to approximate the style.
Academic and key skills developed include learning, research and organisational skills; communication and IT skills; intercultural and interpretation skills.

	Course content

	The course seeks to develop your sensitivity to the language by dealing with a wide variety of texts covering a broad range of styles and registers. These texts are explored in two main ways: a) as the basis for you to write your own texts in corresponding styles, and b) as texts for stylistic analysis and translation into English. A third part of the course is devoted to developing oral skills to a high level, both in informal contexts and in more formal settings such as the presentation of an argument and debate. All classes, except for translation into English, will be conducted in German.


	Learning and teaching methods

	The aim of this course is to enable you to communicate in German at Stage 6 level in your particular areas of interest. You will learn the grammar, vocabulary and pronunciation of the language and also about the cultural context in which it is used. While part of any class session is likely to involve direct teaching, the emphasis is on student participation and you will be expected

 to take part actively in discussion and in tasks like small group and pair work, role play, and individual or group presentations. The class will be taught in German.

Independent Learning
You will be expected to spend time studying outside the class, and we provide guidance, facilities and materials to help you develop your expertise as an independent language learner. You will need to spend the full ten hours on Independent Learning to meet the learning outcomes. For this unit, you will be asked to consolidate your class work, to read, watch or listen to material in German, to prepare exercises and activities for the class, to write assignments, undertake projects and generally acquire a repertoire of effective language learning strategies.
