	Aims and objectives

	· Understand the gist and detail of most spoken language in a range of registers, delivered at normal speed. You should be able to follow most films and television programmes.
· Engage confidently and accurately in conversations relating to everyday topics and a range of specialised ones.
· Read and understand the main ideas and most detail in authentic texts in a variety of genres (including emails, newspapers, textbooks and literature) without too much effort.
· Write accurately in a variety of common genres in order to communicate information, ideas, concepts and opinions relating to a variety of situations and topics.
· Use complex grammatical structures and appropriate vocabulary, but with some first language interference.
· Academic and key skills developed include learning, research and organisational skills; communication and IT skills; intercultural and interpersonal skills.

	Course content

	This unit will integrate a number of topics, such as intercultural differences and the political and educational systems and key historical issues in the countries in which Spanish is spoken, with a deepening study of the structures, vocabulary and sounds of the Spanish language. Areas of specialist interest relating to Engineering will NOT be covered. You will start to transfer information from spoken and written Spanish texts into English through summary and commentary.
Students in SPAN 9045 will only complete about ¾ of a language Stage and will go some way to achieving the learning outcomes described below.

	Learning and teaching methods

	Teaching, learning and assessment are designed to enable students to achieve the learning outcomes described above.  While part of any class session is likely to involve direct teaching, the emphasis is on student participation and you will be expected to take part actively in discussion and in tasks like small group and pair work, role play, and individual or group presentations.  As much of the class as possible will be taught in Spanish. While all this may 

seem daunting, the tutor will give you plenty of support to build your confidence, and in the case of assessed work, will provide feedback which will help you to make progress.
In addition to your language seminars and conversation classes on this course, in Weeks 1, 4 and 7 of Semester 1 and Weeks 1 and 4 of Semester 2, you must also attend a compulsory language skills workshop. These will give you practical help in the skills and strategies needed for planning, carrying out and reflecting on your language learning.
Independent Learning
You will be expected to spend time studying outside the class, and we provide guidance, facilities and materials to help you develop your expertise as an independent language learner. You will need to spend the full ten hours on Independent Learning to meet the learning outcomes. For this unit, you will be asked to consolidate your class work, to read, watch or listen to material in Spanish, to prepare exercises and activities for the class, to write assignments, undertake projects and generally acquire a repertoire of effective language learning strategies.
