	ACTIVITIES AND  DEVELOPMENT

Starter Worksheet: Superhero Alphabet / Wordsearch
Show Learning objectives and outcomes

Powerpoint: Show the history of the X-Men, mapping where some of the characters come from.  Introduce pupils to the 99, the first Muslim superheroes.

Activity 1: Use drama to engage and inspire students by pretending to be a superhero who needs a new sidekick.  Pupils’ task is to design own superhero sidekick with special powers.  Have templates ready for lower ability students.  

Explain that superheroes are often help out in world problems.
Clip: X-Men: First Class (Chapter 20 – at 67mins)

In groups of 3 /4, quick discussion of news events that are happening in the world today.  Feedback to class.
Using drama (News report) introduce pupils to four current world stories:

Olympics

Afghanistan – US reconciliation talks

Earthquake/Tsunami in Japan – one year on

Brazilian oil spill 

Activity 2: Use drama to call pupils’ superhero sidekicks to help.  Their task is to write a short descriptive story where their superhero goes to help with one of the situations above.  For lower ability pupils, have differentiated worksheets e.g. comic strip with speech removed, for them to fill in the words.  For higher ability students, they might want to design their own comic including words and pictures.
Select some examples (2 or 3) for pupils to read to rest of class.

Plenary: Can anyone name any real life heroes that have changed the world?
