Exemptions
The clause(s) listed below describe where an exemption to the General Academic Regulations
exists.

The Module 1 (Engagement and assessment of patients with common mental health problems
using low intensity CBT [PWP route]) competency assessment (OSCE) and the Module 2 (Evidenced
based low intensity CBT treatment for common mental health disorders [PWP route]) therapy
submission are both only allowed to be taken twice by any student (excluding attempts set aside
for special considerations). A second attempt fail should be considered a programme termination.
This is in line with the accrediting standards as set by the British Psychological Society and is
clearly identified in the accreditation handbook.
