Proposal Types

Keynote talk: 40 minutes in total- we are seeking submissions for a talk on either one of the main conference topics, or a particular institution's practice of student engagement/transition, or an overview of trends in transition practice/research in the UK. Proposals should indicate a clear evidence-base for their talk, with particular reference to innovative approaches.

In submissions, please outline how interaction will be encouraged. Student participation/delivery is welcomed to highlight their experiences of engagement and leadership. Registration fees are waived for all students.
